GET CHECKED FOR TB IF YOU HAVE:

* HIV/AIDS * Contact with someone who has TB disease
* Diabetes * If you are underweight

* Cancer * On medication that suppresses immunity
« Kidney Disease (e.g. prednisone)

e Leukemia * Or if you have had an organ transplant

* Lymphoma
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
