« OnApril 2,2018, Canada and BC announced a $4.1 billion bilateral agreement for

infrastructure projects over 10 years through the Investing in Canada plan.

» Health-related infrastructure for Indigenous peoples in BC will be eligible under the
‘community, culture and recreation’ and the ‘rural and northern communities’ funding

tiers.

« Thereis an opportunity to leverage federal and provincial infrastructure funding to invest

in much needed infrastructure for treating mental health, addictions and trauma.
